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Mountain Biking

Mountain biking at Mt Buller and Mt Stirling is the best

way to explore the mountains. Whether you enjoy
cruising along and taking in the sights or blazing
downhill, there’s a mountain bike trail to suit you.

Over 100 kilometres of quality cross-country trails
stretch between Mt Buller, the neighbouring

Mt Stirling and down into the Delatite and Howqua
Valleys. Using pedal power you can access the
Resorts’ iconic landmarks and take in some of the
most stunning sights of the alpine region including
fields of wildflowers, forests of Snow Gums and
Mountain Ash and the impressive view from the
summits of Mt Buller and Mt Stirling.

In summer, Mt Buller’s premier snow runs turn

into the ultimate downhill mountain biking course
with a variety of challenging technical trail features
such as berms, ramps and jumps. Accessible by
chairlift, Mt Buller is a Kona recognised park that
has been operating as a downhill venue since the
1980s; offering generations of riders the chance

to feel that downhill thrill. Since its launch, it has
hosted a number of state and national competitions
— a testament to the quality of experience that the
Resort has to-offer. Mt Buller features four downhill
mountain biking trails that are serviced by the Horse
Hill Chairlift. All riders must have a valid pass that
covers the use of all mountain bike trails and the
chairlift. A Downhill Day Passjcosts $58 per person
and Season Pass is priced-at $330 per person.

The Horse Hill Chairlift is open 10am-4pm each day
from December 26 to February 6.

Bushwalking

There’s no better way to unlock the secrets of the
High Country than on your own two feet. Mt Buller
and the neighbouring Mt Stirling offer a variety of
hiking experiences for all ages and levels of fitness.
Set out on your own or join a free guided walk
along Mt Buller’'s Summit Nature Trail and learn
about specialised alpine flora and fauna, the history
of Mt Buller and the evolution of the ski fields.
Guides provide an informative and interesting
interpretation of the natural environment, and share
their experiences of living and working on the
mountain during this 2-3 hour walk.

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During winter 2010, the Mt Buller and Mt Stirling
Alpine Resort Management Board (ARMB) introduced
a trial organics management system, designed to

remove food waste from a number of private and
commercial properties via its waste contractor 4Site.
This project has proven to be a huge success, with
over 30 tonnes of additional waste taken off the
mountain and recycled into compost at a facility

on Wodonga. The ARMB will continue the organics
management system over summer and implement
in full for winter 2011.

In 2010 the ARMB assisted Tourism Victoria in
consultation with environmental group ARUP to
implement a Tourism Destination Carbon Footprint
Project. The project involved engaging a selection

of Mt Buller's commercial operators to complete a
Carbon Footprint Tool, and assess representative
averages in utility bill information against determined
classifications. The results will be compiled and used
to develop a Carbon Mitigation Engagement Guide
for the Victorian Tourism Industry.

The ARMB continues to be a signatory to a range

of government initiatives including Resource Smart,
Keep Winter Cool and membership of the North East
Regional Waste Management Group (NevRwaste),
the ‘Save Our Snow Just Say No’ re-useable plastic
bag campaign and ‘Don’t Be A Tosser’ cigarette butt
litter campaign. The ARMB also continues its active
participation in Sustainability Victoria’s ECO-Buy
program, achieving a further 1% increase in ‘green
spend’, to 6% of total expenditure on products and
services in 2010.
